He should at this time continue to work on this reading comprehension and writing skills.  He should also work on multiplication facts which will help during the coming months.



	Ricardo has made some improvement in the areas of language and social studies.  However, he continues to struggle in the area of math.  He is struggling with  the concepts of regrouping  and application of skills when doing word problems.  He has been recommended for basic skills for math at this time.
	
	Salah continues to be a very conscientious student. He works hard to attain his goals.  I would like to see him slow up a little bit so that he does not make careless mistakes.  He also seems to be little less intense than he was in the beginning of the year.  He should practice solving word problems and Multiplication tables.

	Talvinder is a cooperative student, however he continues to be disorganized which  can cause him difficulties.He does have good thinking skills, but continues to lose focus rather easily.  His handwriting continues to be a problem, although there has been some improvement .  He continues in basic skill and is being reviewed for O/T.
	
	At this time Nick is doing well academically.  He has wonderful work habits and is almost always on task.  However, he is still easily distracted by others in the class which can cause behavior difficulties.  He needs to make better choices when these situations occur. I would like to see this academic trend continue  He should also continue to work on multiplication tables .

	At this time Mytrang has made some improvement in her writing and editing skills.  This marking period she has had some difficulty with  math concepts and problem solving skills. I would like to see improvement in this area as the year continues.  Mytrang  needs to think carefully when applying learned skills.
	
	Marwa is doing very well!  She is a wonderful student with great work habits.  Her writing skills are improving as the year progresses.  I would like her to continue to work toward  progress in all academic areas.

	Ryan has been making progress in all areas.  I would like to see this continue as the year progresses.  At times he will still lose focus, but he is easily brought back to task by simply mentioning that he needs to get busy.  He should be working at home on practicing multiplication facts.
	
	Nick continues to be an enthusiastic student.  He does however hurry to finish work which has lead to careless mistakes.  He does need to review and study material for both science and social studies.I would like to see him continue to develop  good study skills. At this time he should be studying multiplication tables.

	Destiny continues to struggle in a number of academic areas.  She also does not always complete assignments that are given.  In class she does not use her time wisely.  She will participate, but is not always on target with her answers during lessons.  At this time she is in Basic Skills and is being evaluated by the Child Study Team.
	
	Sebastian continues to struggle with focusing which seems to affect his learning.  He seems interested, but is so easily distracted he misses a good deal of what is going on during a lesson.  Academically he continues to change from day to day.  When he is on target he can do  alright.  I would like to see his writing skills improve throughout this year. Basic Skills/Child Study Eval.

	Amelia has been making more of an effort to organize and  think about what she is doing.  She still works too fast and makes what seem to be careless mistakes.  She has shown some improvement in her writing skills when she slows down.  I hope to see continued improvement as the year progresses.  
	
	Kate continues to be a hardworking student, who is organized and conscientious. She has made improvement in both her reading and writing skills.  As the year progresses I would like to see some improvement with her problem solving skills in math.
