	At this time Darlie is attending ESL 30 minutes a day, as well as going each morning to the 1st grade to learn beginning sounds and words.  Materials were sent home so Darlie can practice things she has learned.  
	
	Kyle is a nice boy who spends a bit too much time socializing with those around him.  He tends to become easily disorganized which leads to missing assignments.  He does enjoy participating, which is great, but he also needs to listen carefully to lessons to gain a better understanding of the materials.  He does need to study materials learned during lessons to improve grades.  As the year progresses Kyle needs to improve in the area of written expression, reading  comprehension, and spelling. 

	Brooklyn is a nice little girl who does work hard each day.  While she continues to have difficulty with her reading comprehension, and written expression she does try.  Brooklyn does tend to be a bit social which can create a loss of focus when she is doing work.  We need to encourage careful spelling in all areas of her work.  Also at home she should be encouraged to read for her Purple Folder and to study for tests in all academic areas. At this time she continues in Basic Skills. 
	
	Mariah seems to struggle with the comprehension of materials being taught.  She has trouble recalling things that were told to her with regard to work .  Lack of organization with her work also leads to further confusion.  She has trouble focusing during lessons and distracts herself as well as others around her.  In addition she will often ignore requests to put things away that should not be out during lessons.   She is positively recognized when she is doing what she needs to be doing, unfortunately this does not occur often enough.  As the year progresses these behaviors need to change so that she can have a positive learning experience.  Academically she need   

	Nick is a nice boy who works hard when he is able to focus on the task at hand.  He struggles with oral fluency, written expression, reading comprehension and spelling.  Nick has a hard time following oral directions because of his lack of focus.  Written directions also create difficulty for him because of his reading skills. He attends Basic Skills for Language Arts where he is able to focus better in the small group setting.  At this time Nick needs to continue to work on reviewing learned materials and to read in his Purple Folder.
