	Joey continues to work hard, but at times is distracted which causes him not to complete as  much as he is capable of. doing.  At times he is not listening during lessons which is also causing him to miss important  information being taught.  This has resulted in some of his grades not being what they should be.  When he makes an effort the results are much better. His writing skills still need to improve as the year goes on,  he doesn’t enjoy it, so the results are not always the best.  Please continue to work on Study Skills and read for the Purple Folder.
	
	Sinny continues to have a positive attitude toward learning and is starting to participate and ask more questions in class. Her area of difficulty remains  her writing skills and sentence structure, which needs continued work through the remainder of the year.  She also needs to study learned  material for both Science and Social Studies as well as learning and practicing her multiplication facts.  Please continue to work with Sinny as much a possible with regards to all subject areas. 

	Ryan continues to work well independently and is a good student, however he does sometimes work too fast, causing careless errors.  He still does not focus enough during lessons, which creates problems for him when he is asked to use that information on a test.  While he reads very well, he is not always comprehending the material he is reading which leads to errors when ask about the topic.  Ryan also needs to work on his writing skills and paragraphing as the year continues. Please continue to read at home and work on multiplication facts.
	
	Christian’s efforts in school have been better with regards to work. His improvement is evident in his grades. He still has difficulty paying attention for long periods and can be disruptive. which can lead to problems.  His written expression and language skills remain his weakest area.  This along with spelling needs improvement.  To help Christian with his writing skills he has been placed in Basic Skills which he attends twice a week.
