As the year progresses Michael needs to improve both his writing skills and spelling.  He should continue to work on study skills and practice multiplication facts.
	
	Darlie continues to attend ESL 30-60 minutes per day as well as attending 1st grade lessons in Language Arts.  At this time we will try to place her in either a 1st or 2nd grade class for math.

	Stephanie continues to work hard with a positive attitude in the 3rd grade.  She is participating more, which is great! As the year progresses Stephanie needs to continue to work on improving her writing skills.  At home she should continue to work on study skills and practice multiplication facts.
	
	Cassie continues to lose focus at times, which creates difficultly for her when she is tested on materials learned in class. She also continues to socialize too much.  She continues to need  improvement in her sentence structure, which tend to be confusing.
