	Christopher seems to be adjusting to third grade.  At this time his skills are satisfactory but need to improve as the year goes on.  He has some difficulty with his writing skills and sentence structure both of which will be worked on as the year progresses. At home please have her continue to complete her homework each night, read for her Purple Folder and study material learned in Science and Social Studies. 
	
	Jared continues to adjust to third grade.  When he is listening and focusing on the task he can be successful as long as he is not distracted or talking.  Listening and participating during lesson time is very important, so that work done later is correct.  His reading fluency seems to be improving, however reading comprehension, writing skills and sentence structure need to improve as the year goes on.  Math at this time is satisfactory.   As the year progresses Jared should be encouraged to continue to work hard in all subject areas.  Please review materials daily and read for the purple Folder. 

	Brian is slowly adjusting to the routines of third grade.  He does make an effort to complete the daily tasks, however when he is not focusing his work is often done incorrectly.
