Facts About:

  Lenni Lenape Indians

 -known a original people

 -peaceful Indians-not warlike

 -first inhabitants of the Hamilton Area

 -Indian money wampum

 -Baby Indian called papoose

- they gardened, fished, and hunted for food

 -lived in wigwams(also called roundhouses)

 -major Indian village  was located in what was called Three Beeches

Early Colonists

-early settlers named the area Yorkshire Tenth

-most settlers came from England

-arrived Dec. 10, 1678 on the ship Shield

-came to colonies for adventure, free land and religious freedom
-Yorkshire Tenth renamed Nottingham and then named Hamilton
Township Houses

John Abbott II House- built originally in 1730 a second part was added to the house in                  1840 .  This house is still standing.

-1776 Samuel Tucker saved NJ money during the revolutionary war.

Watson House-Built in 1708 by Issac Watson.  He renamed Yorkshire Tenth to Nottingham. Window sashes of this house were used to make musket balls for war.

Bow Hill  Mansion-was built by Barnt DeKlyn in 1787, also where Joesph  Bonapart King of Spain stayed.

Yardville Hotel- 

-once called the Farmer’s Inn

-stagecoach stop

-famous people like  Buffalo Bill stayed at the Yardville Hotel

-1842 Nottingham remamed Hamilton in 1842

-first meeting of the new government of Hamilton Township.

Locust Hill – built in late 1700s
Middleton House-built in 1836
--Both of these houses were Underground Railroad Stations during the Civil War
Kuser Farm-built in 1892 by Fred Kuser as a summer home. A very wealthy family.
