Facts should be detailed and in complete sentences. This information should be obtained from age appropriate library books or websites.   After all facts are completed they should be placed on the fact sheet given and should be carefully stapled or glued to the back of the flip booklet.  Use of a computer for this written part of the project is optional, and if used, should be set up like the sheet it is replacing.  

                                                                                                                                                                The next thing to do is to label each of the landforms on the flip booklets.  The children were shown where to write each of the labels, as well as the order in which they should be put on the chart.  Once the chart is labeled it should be decorated to better represent each of the landforms.  We have discussed the different things the children might do and the types of materials they could use. (Example-glue sand to make desert more realistic). Creativity is encouraged!  Please remember these are landforms and things to make them more realistic need to represent the landform in nature, this does not include people or man made things like roads, stores etc.
