Math Update: Mrs. DeBlase’s Math Group

Dear families,

Welcome back!  Beginning this week, we will start learning our multiplication facts.  

The children will be writing their facts in a special notebook for math, and working on learning their multiplication tables in school.   As we get to know each of our tables the children will be given quizzes which will be graded.  Our goal is for all students to memorize their multiplication fact from 0-12, and be able to answer them quickly and accurately. 

In order to do this, we are asking that you reinforce what they are learning in school by setting aside time each night at home to practice this new skill.   Some suggestions for study might be to write their facts on paper, make flash cards, or say them orally when asked.  This study time will help your child to successfully earn an “A” on each of the quizzes given. All quizzes will be part of their math grade. Please be sure that your child does not practice the facts only “in order”, since quizzes will be random and cumulative.
Quizzes will have a time limit, so the faster they are able to answer, the more problems they will be able to solve correctly.  As the students earn an “A” on each quiz they will be able to color in a piece of their multiplication sundae ticket.  When their ticket is complete, they will be able to participate in our class Ice Cream Sundae Party.  This process has been explained to all the children.  In the past this has often encouraged the children to work hard to memorize their multiplication facts.   Finally, although this is not being written in their assignment pads, they are being assigned ten minutes of practice each night to be completed regularly.
