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The Sun

Largest star in our Solar System.

It is made up of hot gases.

The Earth moves around it.

It gives off light and heat.

Solar refers to the sun.

Planets orbit around the Sun and do not give off any light of their own.

Sundials were once used to tell time by the shadow of the Sun.

The Moon

Waxing describes how more and more of the Moon is seen at night.

Waning describes how less and less of the Moon is seen at night.

It has a surface made of rock.

Lunar refers to the Moon.

It has no air or water.

The surface has mountains, valleys and flatlands (plains).

Revolves around the Earth.

The gravity on Moon causes the tides on the Earth.

It has no light of it’s own, reflects the light from the Sun.

Each month it goes through a series of Phases.

Moon rotates on it’s axis and revolves around Earth in about the same amount of time.

The Earth

Path around the Sun is the Earth’s orbit.

It takes one year or 365 1/4 days to  revolve around the Sun one time.

It completes one spin on its axis (rotation) every 24 hours.

The tilt of the Earth causes the seasons on our planet.

The equator divides the Hemispheres of the Earth.

The Northern and Southern Hemispheres have opposite seasons throughout the year.

Day and Night  occurs because Earth is rotating.

Polaris is the Star above the North Pole also called Polaris.

Side of Earth facing Sun is daytime.

Nighttime Star Patterns seen from Earth are constellations.

Far side of Moon face away from Earth and is never seen.
