WATER - a liquid earth material

PROPERTY- a characteristic of a material or object, something you can observe like color, smell, and taste.

ABSORB – when water soaks into another material.

BEAD – this happens to water when a material does not absorb it .

SURFACE TENSION- a skinlike surface on water that pulls it together in the smallest possible area in a dome shape.

DOME – the shape a drop of water will take when it is not absorbed on a flat surface.

SLOPE – a slanted surface.

FLOW – the movement of a liquid over a surface.

EVAPORATE – this happens when water on a material dries.

WATER VAPOR- liquid water that changes into a gas when it evaporates.

CONDENSE – when water vapor touches a cool surface it becomes liquid water.

WATER CYCLE – the process of condensation and evaporation of water, which causes clouds and rain.
