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Sound  discrimination - identifying sounds as different from each other.

Properties – an object’s look, sound, taste, and smells.

Code – a set of signals or symbols representing letters, numbers, or other information that is used to communicate.

Vibrations – a shaking back and forth movement. 

Volume – describes how loud a sound is.  Strong vibrations make loud sounds, weak vibrations make soft sounds.

Decibels – how volume is measured.

Sound source – anything that vibrates in a way that makes a sound (example your voice).

Sound receiver – something that detects, responds to, or hears a sound.

Pitch –describes how low or high a sound can be.

Frequency – a fast high vibration.

Amplify -   to make a sound louder.

Megaphone – collect and focus sound energy to amplify it at the source or receiver.
