Part 1                        Due Date Final Report:__________________
     The children will be completing a research report which will be counted as a test grade for Science.  The report will be on one of the animals we are learning about in our investigations.  This report will be completed at home and is due on the above date.  

     The first step was to select several animals/organisms from the list that the children were given.  This list was sent home.   The children were then assigned one to their choices.  They were told  there was a chance that they would not get their first choice.   
     The children will be provided with a working sheet of guided questions that will be used to help them gather the information that will be needed for their reports.  These questions are to be used as a starting point for gathering accurate information from age appropriate books, websites and reference materials. This information will be reviewed on the above date and returned so the student can reorganize and rewrite it as a report.   
Part 2
     Once they have all their information they are to do a rough draft to be sure they have not made mistakes or left anything out.  As with any assignment, they need to be focused on the topic so that they can present an interesting report that is organized and reflects their best effort.  
     Students will be given the paper they will use for their final draft.  In addition, they are to draw a picture of the animal/organism in its natural habitat.  The drawing should be realistic and resemble the habitat and the animal as it would be in its natural environment.   Crayons or colored pencils are to be used  to complete these drawings (no markers) In addition students may use pictures from books or the internet as models only for the drawings, but will not be allowed to cut and paste pictures for this part of  the report .  
     Finally, students will need to make an interesting and colorful cover for their reports with the name of their animal/organism on it. If would like, you may use computer pictures for the cover only. Student names should be placed on the bottom left side of the cover.   If construction paper is needed it will be provided. Students have been reminded that this is a factual report and that what they write and draw needs to be realistic.
     As always all work should be neatly written and proofread carefully.
