Thermometer- tool used to measure temperature.

Expands- water when heated takes up more space or expands.

         (remember the bottle thermometer)

Floats- when an object like ice is put into liquid water it is less dense 

and will float.
Sink- Very cold blue water from the melting ice will sink to the bottom of the cup.

Facts to remember:

Water freezes at 0 degrees Centigrade.

Objects  that sink in liquid water are denser than the water.

Water expands and turns solid when it freezes.

Warm water is less dense than room temperature water.

Ice is an example of solid water.

Water vapor is an example of a gas form of water.

When water gets cold it contracts and takes up less space.
