	Tyler is a quiet student who is usually very conscientious about his work.  I would like to see him focus more during lessons, which I believe will help him academically.  He is beginning to participate voluntarily during class time, which I believe will help his self-confidence.  He is struggling with his reading comprehension, which   I believe will be helped by his participation in Basic Skills with Mrs. Murphy.  Overall I feel he has adjusted well to Third Grade.
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	Ricky has good thinking skills, however his organizational skills need a great deal of improvement.  He misses too many assignments, which will affect his work and grades.  He continues to struggle with his writing and grammar skills.  I would like to see him become more focused on his work, which should help him academically.
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	Sammy seems to have good thinking skills when he decides he wants to use them.   He often gives the impression that he does not care about most things going on in class.  He is often not listening and is distracting others around him.  These behaviors cause him to miss information concerning instruction and directions which he will need to complete a given task.  Academically he needs to improve his writing, spelling and phonics.  He is working on this in Basic Skills, and will benefit from consistent help at home.
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
